Nghién cttu ndy nham khao sét nhan thirc vé
cac hoat dong trudc khi nghe trong viéc cai thién ki nang nghe, chu yéu lam sang to
loi ich va nhan thiic caa sinh vién vé viéc &p dung cac hoat dong trudc khi nghe nhu
mét giai doan chuan bj can thiét dé nang cao k¥ niang hiéu nghe cua nguoi hoc tiéng
Anh. Nghién ciru sir dung phuong phap hon hop dé thu thap dit liéu. N6 bao gom
hai cong cu thu thap dir lidu; phuong phap dinh lugng duoc tién hanh véi 200 sinh
vién chuyén nganh tiéng Anh théng qua bang cau hoi truc tuyén. Bang danh gia cau
hoi sir dung thang do Likert 5 diém tir “hoan toan khong dong y” dén “hoan toan
dong y”.

ABSTRACT

Listening is a significant skill to be proficient in a second language, particularly for
English-majored students. In the learning process, they face difficulties in
understanding the English language, which is also the biggest obstacle in making
them frequently overwhelmed during engaging listening texts. Numerous educators
have noted this problem to find out an effective method for teaching application
suitably. This study seeks to investigate the perception of pre-listening activities in
improving listening skills, mainly aiming to shed light on the benefits and students’
perceptions of implementing pre-listening activities as a necessary preparatory stage
to enhance EFL learners’ listening comprehension skills. The research employed a
mixed-methods approach to conduct the data collection survey. It comprised two
data collection tools; a quantitative method was conducted with 200 English-major
students through an online questionnaire. The form of assessment questionnaire is
based on a 5-point Likert scale from strongly disagree to strongly agree. The
qualitative method adopted semi-structured interviews with eight English-major
students, aimed at providing further information and insights. The findings of the
research reveal that pre-listening activities are effective activities for support before
entering the main listening tasks. Furthermore, this research indicated the benefits
of pre-listening activities that most EFL students of Nam Can Tho University
appreciate in improving listening comprehension. Despite existing limitations in the
practical application of these activities, the study shows that students generally
perceive them as essential activities for promoting their listening proficiency. The
implications of these findings emphasize that while applying pre-listening activities
comprises certain limitations, its possible advantages in facilitating listening
learning are valued by the students. This highlights the need for continued use and
integration of pre-listening activities in teaching methods to maximize their benefits
and enhance quality outcomes.
